The Colorado Springs Police Department recently concluded a two-year investigation into the financial mismanagement of funds by Rev. Donald Armstrong from Grace Episcopal Church and St. Stephen’s Parish, a non-profit corporation. Approximately two years ago leaders of the church contacted CSPD and requested that an investigation be opened. A long and exhaustive investigation by CSPD and the Fourth Judicial District Grand Jury revealed there was reason to believe that Rev. Armstrong embezzled money from the church. 

The Office of the District Attorney for the Tenth Judicial District in Pueblo was appointed special prosecutor in the investigation and prosecution of the case. The Grand Jury returned a twenty-count indictment of felony theft charges against Rev. Armstrong on Wednesday, May 20, 2009. Rev. Armstrong surrendered himself to authorities on May 21, 2009, and is currently free on bond.
