My name is John Needham, | am a member of Bravo Company, 2% Battalion, 20
Infantry division. 2" Brigade Combat Team, 2 Infantry Division, (BCo,2-

12INF 2BCT 21D |, 1 deployed with my unit to Iraq from October 2006 until October
2007 when | was medically evacuated for physical and mental injuries that 1
suffered during my deployvment. The purpose of my letter is to report what I believe
to be war crimes and violation of the laws of armed conflict that I personally
witnesses while deploved 1n Iraq.

Upon arriving in Iraq in Oetober of 2006 my unit was assigned to the % Cavalry
unit at Camp Prosperity. In March of 2007 I was sent back to my unit, B Company
2-12 at Camp Faleon. It was at Camp Faleon that | observed and was foreed to
participate in ugly and imhumane acts against the Iragi citizens in our area of
responsibilities. Below 1 list some of the incidents that took place,

In March of 2007, I witnessed I shoot and wound an Iragi national without
cause of provocation. The Staff Sergeant said that he suspected the lragi be a
“trigger” man. We had not been attacked and we found no evidence on the man to
support the suspicion. As the lraqi lay bleeding on the ground, PYT Smith
requested to administer first aid to the Iraqu i gaid no and “let him bleed
out.” When |G »21ked away, Pvl Smith and PVT Mullins went to the Tragi,
dragged him to an allev, and applied firet aid. They then drove him to the cache for
further treatment.

In June of 2007 [ :aesed an Iragi male to be stopped. questioned. detained,
and killed. We had no evidence that the Iragi was an insurgent or terrorist. In any
event when we stopped he did not pose a threat. Although I did not personally
witness the killing, 1 did observe || 2 ismembering the body and parading of
it while it was tied to the hood of a Humves around the Muhalla neighborhood while
